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Shown here are the markings on the
top portion of the grease gun. It
appears to be a serial number and
two additional markings a "T" and "3"

The handle has a warning on how to
load the grease lever gun.

The proper painting for the grease
gun is to have OD on the handle and
top, while the rest of the body is
natural.

When installed it is a nice addition to
your late model WWII Jeep<br> Tip:
If you live in a hot/warm climate area,
and you install grease in the lever
gun, it will melt and drip on your parts
on the inside of your engine
compartment.
